
 
BUILDING DEMOLITION DEBRIS DIVERSION 

 
The City of Ashland provides standards for the demolition or relocation of any structure 
meeting the requirements of Ordinance 1504.216.  Applications for demolition must be 
filed with the City of Ashland Building Division, 20 E. Main Street, Ashland, Oregon 

 
 
For any demolition approved under Section 15.04.216 Demolition and Relocation 
Standards, applicants shall provide the following information. 
 
1) an estimate of the volumes of asphalt, concrete, ferrous metal, sheetrock, reusable 

fixtures, and lumber involved in the proposed demolition and 
2) a plan for the diversion of a minimum of 50% of these materials (by volume) 

form the waste stream based on the  “Building Demolition Debris Diversion” 
table available from  the Building Division (attached)

Building Demolition Debris Diversion Table 
 
If the amount of waste generated in demolition for any item exceeds the threshold noted 
below, then you must divert it from the waste stream headed for the landfill.  Consult the 
resources noted for specific charges and conditions of acceptance.
