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INTRODUCING ROGUE TO GO  
A PILOT OF REUSABLE TAKE OUT CONTAINERS 

"Rogue To Go", a pilot program of reusable take out containers, has 
launched in Ashland. The program offers a durable, standardized take out 
container to help reduce waste. Ashland customers can buy a container and 
use it at several participating restaurants (see below). Containers are filled 
with food and carried away. When finished, the customer exchanges the 
used box for a clean one and the cycle repeats. Customers can also exchange 
for a metal token, which is easier to carry around than an empty box. 

Rogue To Go is an easy way to reduce waste and show that there is a better 
way to do take out! Single use containers and utensils create unnecessary 
waste and environmental impact. The purpose of the program is to reduce 
disposable packaging and explore alternatives. The Rogue To Go pilot  
program is made possible by Oregon Department of Environmental Quality 
(DEQ) and City of Ashland.

show the shortest route for taking 
passengers to their individual drop 
off location. Vehicles are Ashland 

Connector branded, ADA compliant, 
and have booster seats available. 

Service is available Monday through 
Saturday in Ashland from 11:00 a.m. 
to 4:00 p.m. The service will not be 

available on the following  
holidays: New Year’s Day,  

Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and 

Christmas Day. 

Rides on the Ashland Connector will 
be $2.00 each way, $1.00 for  

qualified seniors 62+, veterans,  
disabled riders, and youth 10-17.

Fare can be paid on board the vehicle using exact 
change or your Touchpass card. All rides include a free transfer to RVTD’s fixed-route service. 

Pick up and drop off points must be inside the Ashland city limits. Busier destinations may require that you take a 
short walk to a specific meetup point. All rides can be booked through the Rogue Valley Connector app and 
tracked in real time. If a rider does not have a smartphone, trips may be booked by calling RVTD’s Ashland  
Connector booking agents.
