Property Owner Pool Barrier Acknowledgement Form

Dear Property Owner,

Thank you for working with the City of Ashland Building Department to secure the necessary permits to
construct a swimming pool and pool barrier.

Due to the hazardous nature of swimming pools to the property owner and surrounding neighbors, the
State of Oregon mandates adequate pool barriers be in place to enclose swimming pools.

Contractors do not always include the construction of pool barriers in their contract. As a result, often
pool barriers are not constructed adequately to protect from accidental drownings.

Pool barriers are a requirement for final approval of the swimming pool permit process. Ultimately, the
responsibility of the pool and barrier placement belong to the property owner regardless of who applies
for the permit. Once the pool construction is complete, pool barriers shall be in place and the City of
Ashland Building Department shall be notified for inspection. Pool, mechanical, plumbing and electrical
inspections shall all be scheduled as applicable to the project. Failure to schedule an inspection for the
pool and pool barrier upon completion of construction may result in fines assessed to the property
owner.

Your signature represents your acknowledgment to comply with the pool barrier codes and permit
process.

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APPENDIX G
SWIMMING POOLS, SPAS AND HOT TUBS

SECTION AG101
GENERAL
AG101.1 General. The provisions of this appendix shali con-
trol the design and construction of swbmimning pools, spas and
hot tubs instailed in or on the lot of a one- or two-family
dwelling.

SECTION AG102
DEFINITIONS

AG102.1 General. For the purposes of these requirements,
the terms used shall be defined as follows and as set forth in
Chapter 2.

ABOVE-GROUND/ON-GROUND POOL. See “Swim-
ming pool.”

BARRIER. A fence, wall, building wall or combination
thereof which completely surrounds the swimming pool and
obstructs access to the swimming pool.

HOT TUB, See “Swimming pool.”
IN-GROUND POOL. See “Swimming pool.”

RESIDENTIAL. That which is situated on the premises of a
detached one- or two-family dwelling or a one-family town-
house not more than three stories in height.

SPA, NONPORTABLE. See “Swimming pool.”

SPA, PORTABLE. A nonpermanent structure intended for
recreational bathing, in which all controls, water-heating and
water-circnlating equipment are an integral part of the prod-
uct.

SWIMMING POOL. Any structure intended for swimming
or recreational bathing that contains water over 24 inches

(610 nun) deep. This includes in-ground, above-ground and
on-ground swimming pools, hot tubs and spas.

SWIMMING POOL, INDOOR. A swimming pool which is
totally contained within a structure and swrounded on all four
sides by the walls of the enclosing structure.

SWIMMING POOL, OUTDOOR. Any swimming pool
which is not an indoor pool.

SECTION AG103
SWIMMING POOLS

AGL103.1 In-ground pools. In-ground pools shall be
designed and constructed in conformance with ANSI/NSPL-S
as listed in Section AG108.

AG193.2 Above-ground and on-ground peols, The design
and constraction of above-ground and on-ground pools are
not included in this appendix.
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SECTION AG104
SPAS AND HOT TUBS

AG104.1 Permanently installed spas and hot tubs, Perma-
nently installed spas and hot tubs shall be designed and con-
structed in conformance with ANSI/NSPI-3 as listed in
Section AG108,

AG104.2 Portable spas and hot tubs. Portable spas and hot
tubs shall be designed and constructed in conformance with
ANSI/NSPI-6 as listed in Section AG108,

SECTICN AG105
BARRIER REQUIREMENTS

AG105.1 Application. The provisions of this chapter shall
control the design of barriers for residential swimming poois,
spas and hot tubs, These design controls are intended to provide
protection against potential drownings and near-drownings by
restricting access to swimming pools, spas and hot tubs.

AG105.2 Outdoor swimming pool. An outdoor swimming
pool, including an in-ground, above-ground or on-ground
pool, hot tub or spa shall be surrounded by a barrier which
shall comply with the following:

1. The top of the barrier shall be at least 48 inches (1219
mm) above grade measured on the side of the barder
which faces away from the swimming pool. The maxi-
mum vertical clearance between grade and the bottom of
the barrier shall be 2 inches {51 num) measured on the side
of the barrier which faces away from the swimimning pool.
Where the top of the pool structure is above grade, such as
an above-ground pool, the barrier may be at ground level,
such as the pool structure, or mounted on top of the pool
structure, Where the barrier is mounted on top of the pool
structure, the maximum vertical clearance between the
top of the pool structire and the bottom of the barrier shall
be 4 inches (102 mm),

2. Openings in the barrier shail not allow passage of a 4-
inch-diameter (102 mm) sphere,

3, Solid barriers which do not have openings, such as a
masony or stone wakl, shall not contain indentations or
protrusions that form handholds or footholds, except for
normal construction tolerances and tooled masonty joints.

4. Where the barrier is composed of horizontal and vertical
members and the distance between the tops of the hori-
zontal members is less than 45 inches (1143 mm), the
horizontal members shall be located on the swimming
pool side of the fence. Spacing between vertical members
shall not exceed 13/4 inches (44 mm) in width. Where
there are decorative cutouts within vertical members,
spacing within the cutouts shall not exceed 13/4 inches
{44 mm) in width,

5. Where the batrier is composed of horizontal and verti-
cal members and the distance between the tops of the
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horizontal members is 45 inches (1143 mm) or more,
spacing between vertical members shall not exceed 4
inches (102 mmn). Where there are decorative cutouts
within vertical members, spacing within the cutouts
shall not exceed 13/, inches (44 mm) in width.

6. Maximum mesh size for chain link fences shall be a
21/4-inch (57 mm) square unless the fence has slats
fastened at the top or the bottom which reduce the
openings to not more than 13/4 inches (44 mm).

7. Where the barrier is composed of diagonal members,
such as a lattice fence, the maximum opening formed
by the diagonal members shall not be more than 13/4
inches (44 mm).

8. Access gates shall comply with the requirements of Sec-
tion AG105.2, Items 1 through 7, and shall be equipped
to accommodate a locking device. Pedestrian access
gates shall open outward away from the pool and shall
be self-closing and have a self-latching device. Gates
other than pedestrian access gates shall have a self-
latching device. Where the release mechanism of the
self-latching device is located less than 54 inches (1372
mm) from the bottom of the gate, the release mechanism
and openings shall comply with the following:

8.1. The release mechanism shall be located on
the pool side of the gate at least 3 inches (76
min} below the top of the gate; and

8.2, The gate and barrier shall have no opening
larger than 11’2 inch (12.7 mm) within 18
inches (457 mm) of the release mechanism.

9. Where a wall of a dwelling serves as part of the bar-
rier, one of the following conditions shal} be met:

9.1. The pootl shall be equipped with a powered
safety cover in compliance with ASTM
Fi346; or

9.2. Other means of protection, such as self-clos-
ing doors with self-latching devices, which
are approved by the building official, shall be
acceptable as long as the degree of protec-
tion afforded is not less than the protection
afforded by Item 9.1 described above,

10. Where an above-ground pool structure is used as a bar-
rier or where the barrier is mounted on top of the pool
structure, and the means of access is a ladder or steps:

10.1. The ladder or steps shall be capable of
being secured, locked or removed to pre-
vent access; or

10.2, The ladder or steps shall be surrounded by
a barrier which meets the requirements of
Section AG105.2, Items | through 9. When
the ladder or steps are secured, locked or
removed, any opening created shall not
allow the passage of a 4-inch-diameter (102
mm) sphere.
AG105.3 Indoor swimming pool. Walls surrounding an
indoor swimming pool shall comply with Section AG105.2,
Itern 9.
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AG165.4 Prohibited locations. Barriers shall be located to
prohibit permanent structores, equipment or similar objects
from being used to climb them,.

AG105.5 Barrier exceptions. Spas or hot tubs with a safety

cover which complies with ASTM F1346, as listed in Section
AG108, shali be exempt from the provisions of this appendix.

SECTION AG106
ENTRAPMENT PROTECTION FOR SWIMMING
POOL. AND SPA SUCTION OUTLETS

AG106.1 General. Suction outlets shall be designed and
installed in accordance with ANSI/APSP-7.
